Over the last 10 years Bologna has tried to experiment new ways of listening and involving

different actors in a participation process.

Active citizens willing to work for the general interest can enter into a co-design process with the

city, leading to the signing of “Collaborative Pacts for the care or regeneration of urban

commons”: public spaces, urban green spaces and abandoned buildings or areas, but also

immaterial goods as social inclusion, gender gap, widespread culture, digital divide and urban

creativity.

The State, regions, metropolitan cities, provinces and municipalities shall promote

the autonomous initiatives of citizens, both as individuals and as members of associations,

relating to activities of general interest, on the basis of the principle of subsidiarity.
